ASSEMBLY BILL No. 2089 

Introduced by Assembly Member Mathis 

February 7, 2018 

An act to add Sections 13873.5 and 14834 to the Health and Safety 
Code, relating to fire protection. 

LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL'S DIGEST 

AB 2089, as amended, Mathis. Volunteer firefighters: background 
checks. 

The Fire Protection District Law of 1987 provides for the formation 
and administration of fire protection districts. Under that law, district 
employees include volunteer firefighters. 

Other existing law provides for the organization of fire companies in 
unincorporated towns by filing a certificate with the Fire and Rescue 
Operational Area Coordinator in the same county, or other county 
agency as designated by ordinance of the county board of supervisors. 
Under existing law, a fire company is staffed by officers and volunteer 
firefighters. Existing law authorizes counties and cities to regulate the 
formation and continued existence of fire companies within their 
jurisdiction. 

This bill would amend those provisions to require authorize the chief 
of a fire protection district or a fire company to conduct background 
checks on applicants for volunteer firefighter status with the district or 
fire company, as prescribed,-and and, if such a background check is 
conducted, would require the chief to identify an applicant who is

or to have committed or been convicted of specific offenses.-By 
imposing nev;,· duties on local officials, this bill .. ould impose a 
state mandated loeal program. · 

The California Cofl:Stitution requires the state to reimburse local 
agencies and school districts for certain costs mandated by the state. 
Statutory provisions establish procedures for making that reimbursement. 

This bill would provide that, if the Commission on State Mandates 
determines that the bill contains costs mandated by the state, 
reimbursement for those costs shall be made pursuant to the statutory 
previsions noted above.

At the Board of Commissioners meeting of March 20th, 2018, the 
commissioners discussed and determined that the intersection of County Roads 31 and 96 is a 
hazardous intersection. There have been several accidents and at least 2 that were fatal at 

r"'-. that intersection. 

Additionally, the commissioners discussed and determined that the speed limit on County 
Road 96, between County Road 30 and Russell creates a hazard to the people and properties 
located on County Road 96, due to the limited site visibility created by foliage and the fact that 
many horse and riders are entering the roadway without being seen until the last seconds from 
drivers. This situation is compounded by drivers rushing their children in vehicles to the 
elementary school down County Road .96 at Russell~ · .· . 

I would be happy to accompany you or your representative during your site inspections of the 
two hazardous conditions, noted above.

Stiles and herself had met and have agreed that the build out of G30 took 
priority over the 8230 Build. She also stated that Assistant Chief Dave 
Stiles would discuss this in more detail. 

ii. Discussion/Action - Approval to move ahead with G30 build, instead of 
8230 
Assistant Chief Stiles addressed the Board and explained that the 
decisions were made to replace G30 instead of 8230 was based on of 
NFPA recommendations. G30 has had some leaks and had needed 
more work recently and the volunteers would like to move forward with 
the replacement of G30. This new G30 would not require a Fire Fighter 
endorsement and could be driven with a class C driver license so anyone 
would be able to respond to an emergency with it. It would be a 550 with 
a crew cab and would hold an additional 100 gallons. 

Assistant Chief Stiles also stated that they would like to Change 830 and 
convert it to a utility vehicle and dispose of the current G30.
